After our 3 day break - the Lord has called us to be in meetings ever since. As of today we are in our 4th week of
meetings and we have 3 more to go. The Lord has given stamina and strength for this. The Lord has met many needs
of the ministry through these meetings.

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We have encountered some backlash from the town with regards to opening the woman’s home.

We are working with
an attorney to work out the legalities of having guests in the home as NY has stringent “squatter” rights. Please pray

that we can have that in place prior to our first woman guest. Please continue to pray as we do need additional funds
for improvements before we can have our first woman guest. The goal that is listed is for immediate improvements.
Praise the Lord that we are a third of the way!

This home will open in God’s timing. We are waiting for His next move.
